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TOURNAMENT RULES 
TaekwonKids must be under 18 years old on 25-11-2007. 
TK-1 competitors must be 18 years or older on 25-11-2007 
 
SAFETY EQUIPMENT 
 
Compulsory safety equipment for sparring events: 

•  Dipped foam sparring gloves and boots 
•  Head guard 
•  Mouth guard 
•  Groin guard for boys 

 
SPARRING BOUT TIMES 
2 X 1 minute rounds with 30 seconds break. In the case of a draw, an additional 1 minute round will be 
played. In the case of a second draw, the first to score rule will apply in the next round. 
 
TK-1 (18+ only) 
3 X 3 minutes rounds with 1minute break. In the case of a draw, an additional 1 minute round will be 
played. In the case of a second draw, the first to score rule will apply in the next round. 
 
ITF POINT SCORING APPLIES 
Points will only be awarded if balance is maintained during and on completion of the attack. Points are 
only scored if light contact is made to the front of the body, not the back. 
 
One point: (a) Hand attack directed to mid or high section. (b) Hand attack while in air - both feet 
must be off the ground - directed to the middle section (c) Foot attack to middle section (d) Perfect 
Defence. 
 
Two points: (a) Foot attack to high section. (b) Hand attack while in air - both feet must be off the 
ground - directed to the high section (c) Flying foot attack directed to mid section. 
 
Three points: (a) Flying kick directed to high section. (b) Flying 180 degrees turning kick to mid 
section 
 
Four points: (a) Flying 180 degrees turning kick to high section (b) Flying 360 degrees or more 
turning kick to mid section 
 
Five points: (a) Flying 360 degrees or more turning kick to high section 
 

WARNINGS:  
One point will be 
deducted for every 3 
warnings listed. 

- Attack to an illegal target  
      (legs, back, groin) 
- Stepping with both feet outside the ring 
- Faking a blow, pretending to be injured 
 

- Falling down whether intentionally or not 
- Holding/grabbing/pushing or sweeping 
- Pretending to score a point by raising arm 
- Blind technique  
      (eg spining back fist if not sighted) 
 

FOULS: 
One point will be 
deducted for every foul 

- Loss of temper 
- Insulting opponent in anyway 
- Attacking with illegal tool  
          (eg Knee, elbow, forehand) 
 

- Biting, scratching, clawing opponent 
- Excessive contact 
- Attacking a fallen opponent 

DISQUALIFICATION: - Misconduct towards referee 
- Infringement of sportsmanship 
- If suspected of being under the influence 
of drugs or alcohol 

- Excessive aggressive contact 
- Infringement of any safety regulation 
- Committing of three fouls 

 
Individual Pattern: 1 optional (your choice) and 1 designated (judge’s choice) pattern.
